John Eacott makes music from the movement of tidal 
water and you can listen to it on Here 
 
Recently he visited Bristol where he submerged a 
sensor upstream in the river Avon. The information 
gathered from the tidal flow is converted into musical 
notation read from screens or mobile phones by 
musicians. This allows live notation from the river 
Avon  to be streamed constantly.    
 
No performance of Floodtide is the same, with the 
music being affected by environmental factors such as 
wind, air pressure, rain, and even passing boats.  
  
Floodtide is a sonification of tidal flow.
